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Ending extreme poverty should be the main goal of policy reform

led by national governments and the international community

For people living in extreme poverty, there is nothing new about conditions of crisis.

Now that the crisis has struck the heart of finance, the world is mobilising. But for decades, in the global North as
in the South, millions of families have been barely surviving for one day to the next, or facing premature death:
death from starvation, from violence, from being abandoned due to a total lack of the most basic means.

The financial crisis comes on top of the climate change crisis, the food crisis, the rise of nationalism and of
violence. Relying on free markets growth alone, to ensure everyone's well-being and to eradicate extreme poverty
has led to the deadlock in which our societies find themselves today.

It is imperative that we think about the world's future in a renewed ethical framework.

Amartya Sen' denounces the fact that development is founded on an over materialistic point of view. Better to
conceive it as an increase in individual freedom and the opportunity for the individuals, to choose their way of life.
Similarly, Paul Bouchet® stated: "Rules of ethics require that the international legal order be subject to the supreme
right which is the respect of equal dignity for all human beings."

Structural changes are essential. '""The impact of the crisis on developing countries and on poor people
everywhere,"’ must be taken into account.

The aims of decent work, the fight against extreme poverty and respect for the environment should be integrated
into the economy. It is high time to end the international legal imbalance by inscribing in the charters of the World
Bank, the IMF or the WTO the obligation to respect and promote all human rights covenants and conventions.
Questions of tax systems and access to basic services need to be tackled. For instance, the ILO, with its conventions
and its standards, needs the means to counterbalance, the prestige, power and wealth that the IMF and the WTO
have at their disposal.

The fight against extreme poverty and social exclusion must be at the heart of these reforms.

Will these reforms primarily target the middle classes or will they take into account all people in all countries?
Only multi-dimensional policies that aim to reach the most vulnerable people will enable effectively the fight
against the discrimination and stigmatisation that victimize those who currently benefit from nothing more than
humanitarian assistance and aid policies.

These reforms need to tackle multiple facets of poverty®. To ensure that they are global in nature, it is no longer
possible to accept as a definition of poverty “an income of less than $1.25 per day”. Situations of extreme poverty
within the context of poverty should be taken into account, as defined by Joseph Wresinski:’

"A lack of basic security is the absence of one or more factors that enable individuals and families to assume basic
responsibilities and to enjoy fundamental rights. Such a situation may become more extended and lead to more
serious and permanent consequences. Chronic poverty results when the lack of basic security simultaneously
affects several aspects of people's lives, when it is prolonged, and when it severely compromises people's chances
of regaining their rights and of reassuming their responsibilities by themselves in the foreseeable future.”

In all these policies, people living in extreme poverty have an essential contribution to make, given their
experience resisting despite extreme poverty.

It is essential to promote new forms of governance and participation, at local, national and international levels, for
such populations often have no legal existence and are poorly represented.

If the international community and national governments are capable of creating multi-dimensional,
coherent policies to fight extreme poverty, they will equally protect populations that are most at risk of
succumbing to extreme poverty when crises arise.
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
